Tournament

We will organize a tournament including both men and women in 2020. There will be access for maximum ten teams in each tournament. We will prior the teams qualified for the Paralympic Games in Tokyo and other teams will be set in the numbers of their entries. 
The playing-system depends on how many participating teams there will be and will be announced after the final entry-deadline. 
Classification
FIFH and IBSA will organise an opportunity for players in need of classification to be classified before the tournament. Players who wants to participate during the classification needs to arrive on Wednesday 20th May before 13.00 and the classifications will start in the afternoon and continue until Thursday evening. The schedule will be sent as soon as we know how many persons who wants to be classified. The deadline to enter the classification is March 22nd and don’t forget to order extra nights at the hotel for the persons who needs to be classified. If you need classification please enter this the same way as for the tournament (see information below).

Note: There will be a classification-fee per person added after the entry-deadline because the fee are depending on how many participants there will be for the classification.  
Accommodation

All teams and officials will be accommodated at the ”Scandic Hotel S:t Jörgen”. This hotel is situated in the centre of Malmö and the address to the hotel is Stora Nygatan 35 and the phone-number to the hotel are +46406934600.  You can read more about the hotel at https://www.scandichotels.se/hotell/sverige/malmo/scandic-st-jorgen Accommodation will be offered in double rooms. If you want a different division of the rooms it can be done for an extra fee. 
Dining

Dinner on Thursday-Saturday, breakfast and lunch on Friday-Sunday is included in the entry fee. There will also be a cafeteria at the venue if you want anything to eat or drink between the meals. If you have any special needs for food please note that at your team account.

Transportation

You will reach Malmö from Copenhagen International Airport Kastrup in Denmark by train over the Oresund bridge to Malmö Triangeln (the second stop on Swedish ground). From there we will guide you for a ten minutes walk to the hotel. On Sunday night we will transport you back to the train station when it’s time for departure. Also the transportation between the hotel and the venue in the mornings and evenings will be arranged by the organizers.

Fees

The entry-fee will be 26 000 Swedish Crowns and include accommodation three nights in double-rooms, dinners from Thursday night to Saturday night, lunches Friday-Sunday and a real high quality arrangement with great venue, good referees and shows around the court. The entry-fee is set for a maximum of eight persons. Any additional persons or nights at the hotel will give an extra-cost as below:

TEAM-FEE:

26 000 SEK (including max 8 persons)

SINGLEROOM:
400 SEK additional per night per single-room 
EXTRA PERSON:
4 000 SEK / person

EXTRA NIGHTS:
Double room per night 900 SEK
Single room per night/person 750 SEK

This prices includes only hotel and breakfast

Your first entry must be done before March 22nd. Remember that there just can be ten teams in each tournament so it can be a great idea to enter your team quick. After the deadline you will get more detailed information.

If you withdraw your entry after March 22nd you still need to pay the fee for the tournament. 
If you need visas for your travel to Sweden it must be clarified to us before you enter the tournament (no later than March 22nd).
